	0: Choose which side of your family you will begin researching and start by filling out the ANCESTRAL CHART (available via Ancestryk12.com) with as much information you have. 
	1: Use the responses from your family INTERVIEW QUESTIONS to help complete filling in important information on your Ancestral Chart - first and last name, birth date, birth place, birth year, siblings, spouses, children and death date.
	2: Apply HISTORICAL THINKING to identify 1.) what information is missing that will help with your search and 2.) what are the strategies you can use to find answers to unanswered questions?
	3: USE THE TOOLS #1. Start with a FREE search for your Ancestor via FamilySearch.org using the family data you've gathered.
	4: Document your findings on the RESEARCH ABSTRACT and RESEARCH CALENDAR forms (available via Ancestryk12.com). You will need these documents to help you keep track of the family information you've gathered.
	5: USE THE TOOLS #2. Visit Ancestry.com to continue your Ancestor research. Do a quick site search using your Ancestor's information to see if any records in the Ancestry database match the family information you have.
	6: Document your findings in detail - what type of record did you locate, what year was the record recorded and what additional information did it provide.
	7: Based on what you've discovered, determine your next 5 GENEALOGY LEADS to follow. Document your plan and gather the research materials you will need.
